It is my pleasure to deliver this opening address at
the 2012 World Human Rights Cities Forum. Allow
me to express UNESCO’s sincere appreciation to
the organizers, in particular Gwangju Metropolitan
Government, other Korean government units, and

cities around the world.

UNESCO is also grateful to the Gwangju
Metropolitan Government and the Korean National
Commission for their support which made possible
the organization of the International Conference
of the UNESCO Coalition of Cities against
Discrimination in Asia and the Pacific on this

occasion as well.

Choosing the City of Gwangju as venue for these
two important events is a significant and fitting
tribute to this city which played a central role in the
development of human rights and democracy
Korea. The city been regarded as a vanguard of the
nation’s democracy, resulting from a democratic
uprising in May 1980, when civil demonstrations
were staged in the city against the newly-installed
military government led by Chun Doohwan. Two
important testaments in recognition of the city as a
sacred ground of democracy, and in memory of the
martyrs of that fateful day, are the Bell of

The goals of this Forum are to promote human

rights and peace around the world? goals which

The APCAP is a network of cities and municipalities
that meet, discuss, share ideas, experiences, and act
together to develop and strengthen their policies to
counter all forms of discrimination. This allows for a
more efficient implementation of policies for greater
social inclusion of city dwellers in full respect of
their human rights and fundamental freedoms in the
political, economic, social and cultural fields of

public life.

" Currently, there are more than 4,000 members from

20 countries in the region : from Australia,
Bangladesh, Cambodia, China, Fiji, India,
Indonesia, Kiribati, Maldives, Nepal, New Zealand,
Pakistan, Papua New Guinea, Republic of Korea,
Philippines, Solomon Islands, Sri Lanka, Thailand,
Viet Nam and Republic of Uzbekistan. And we
hope to welcome more cities from participating

countries here today.
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A Ten-Point Plan of Action Action relating to Asia and
the Pacific was developed, covering different areas of
competencies to local authorities, such as education,

culture, housing and employment. These are:

|. Assessing racism and discrimination and
monitoring municipal policies;

2. Providing political leadership at the city and
community levels;

3. Promoting an inclusive society;

4. Strengthening support for the victims of racism
and discrimination;

5. Facilitating greater participation and the
empowerment of city dwellers through access to
information;

6. Promoting the city as an equal opportunities
employer and service provider;

7. Promoting the city as an active supporter of equal
opportunity practices;

8. Challenging racism and discrimination through
education;

9. Promoting cultural diversity;

10. Preventing and overcoming racist incitement

and related violence.

These are plans of action for which strong
commitment is shared by many cities. This
commitment will be further enhanced by the
expected outcomes from Dialogues, Workshops and
Conferences, thereby increasing mayors’ and their
constituents’ appreciation of the concept of living
together and awareness of how to promote an
inclusive society and social harmony; develop
leadership to address issues of discrimination; share
best practices, policies and plans to initiate projects
of social inclusion in their cities, municipalities and
communities; and put discrimination on the agenda
of various consultation mechanisms especially city

and municipal councils.
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My colleague, Sophia, from the Regional Unit for
Social and Human Sciences (RUSHSAP) has
cooperated with many municipal governments to
hold some previous International Conferences in
several countries in the region, and will speak to you
about other initiatives such as the Mayors Prize

which will be launched this year.

Another colleague, Danny, will give you an update
on UNESCO Bangkok’s activities related to the UN
Decade of Education for Sustainable Development

which will conclude in 2014.

In closing, let me wish you a productive forum, and
thank you for joining UNESCO in its work to
promote peace and democracy.

The 2012 World Human Rights Cities Forum (WHRCF, hereafter 2012 Forum) is an
initiative by the Gwangju Metropolitan City in order to promote the further vision of a
human rights city as articulated in the Gwangju Declaration on Human Rights City
adopted on 17 May 2011 at the first WHRCF held in Gwangju on 16-18 May 2011
under the theme Globalizing Human Rights from Below? Challenge of Human Rights
City in the 215t Century?

The 2012 Forum is organized by the WHRCF Promotion Committee composed of the
May 18 Memorial Foundation, Gwangju Development Institute, Law Center for Public
Human Rights at Chonnam National University, Korea Human Rights Foundation and
the Gwangju Convention and Visitors Bureau with the support of co-sponsors such as
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade (MOFAT), Ministry of Justice, UNESCO,
UN OHCHR, National Human Rights Commission of Korea (NHRCK), Korea
National Commission for UNESCO and Asia Pacific Center for Education for
International Understanding (APCEIU), UNESCO Office in Bangkok and the
Metropolitan Office of Education.

About several hundred participants mainly composed of representitives from ‘human
rights cities’, UN human rights experts, civic and human rights NGOs, parliamentarians,
as well as academics both from Korea and abroad are expected to take part in the 2012
Forum by bringing their rich experiences and expertise.

The theme City and Human Rights? Promoting Accountability through Empowerment
was chosen to highlight the importance of the people’s participation and empowerment
in the process of designing and implementing an idea of a human rights city through the
human rights-based approach. There will be based on accountability mechanisms
including institutional mechanisms and implementation guidelines for building a human
rights city, which are to be discussed as a means to implement the Gwangju Declaration

\

on Human Right City.

At the 2011 WHRCF, ‘human rights city’ was defined as ‘both a local community and a
socio-political process in a local context where human rights play a key role as the

fundamental values and guiding principles’ based on the understanding of a human
rights city as human rights governance in a local context” where local government, local
parliament, civil society, private sector organizations and other stakeholders work
together to improve the quality of life for all inhabitants in a spirit of partnership based

on human rights standards and norms.

Participants also understood ‘human rights city” meant in practical terms that all
inhabitants, regardless of race, sex, color, nationality, ethnic background and social
status, and in particular minorities and any other vulnerable groups who are socially
vulnerable and marginalized, can participate fully in the decision-making and policy-
implementation processes that affect their lives in accordance with human rights
principles such as non-discrimination, rule of law, participation, empowerment,

transparency and accountability.

Participants also identified ‘civic participation” and ‘human rights education and
learning” as a indispensible component or prerequisite for the realization of a genuine
vision of a ‘human rights city” and resolved to recommend Gwangju Metropolitan City
to organize the 2012 World Human Rights Cities Forum as a platform for the sharing of
experiences of implementing the five point action plans adopted at the 2011 WHRCF.

The 2012 Forum is mainly composed of three sessions which are as follows;
= Session 1: Institutional Mechanisms to Build a Human Rights City
(organized by the Gwangju Development Institute)
o Session II: Implementation Guidelines for a Human Rights City
(organized by the Korea Human Rights Foundation)
e Essay Contest for a Human Rights City (organized by the Institute for Social
Development and Policy Research at Seoul National University and the Korea Human

Rights Foundation)

follows ;

e International Conference of UNESCO Coalition of Cities against Discrimination in

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Ms. Lee, Hyojae is well known as a designer of hanbok (traditional Korean clothing) who runs the hanbok shop
called Hyojae right across from Gilsangsa Temple in Seongbuk-dong, Seoul. She has also made a name for
herself as a bojagi (traditional Korean wrapping cloth) artist who produces all kinds of artworks with bojagi.

In the belief that nothing is more creative than housekeeping, Ms. Lee embodies a creative homemaker who
arouses something beautiful from mundane daily routines, ranging from clothing, food. to home decoration. She
has acquired a number of nicknames like Queen of Housekeeping, the Martha Stewart of Korea, the Tasha
Tudor of Korea, and a Naturalist Homemaker, and is enjoying a reputation as a true life stylist of our times with
her enormous popularity among women.

As her bojagi art has gained considerable momentum in the cultural arena, Ms. Lee
came under the spotlight through her bojagi performance with Volkswagen hosted
by Korea Green Foundation as well as her bojagi event at the 2009 new product
launch showcase for the global cosmetic brand Clinique. To publicize Korea's
food, clothing, and housing across the globe, she collaborates with Korean actor
Bae, Yong-joon, who is releasing a book series about traditional Korean culture.
With her joyful plans for worldwide publicity about her bojagi art in addition to
fairy tale writing for kids, Ms. Lee, Hyojae envisions that she can return to a
mountain in her old age to enjoy natural housekeeping and write comic books. Her
publications include Like Hyojae, Like Hyojae : Bojagi Giftwrapping, and the fairy
tale T Like Chima Jeogori (traditional Korean outfit consisting of a chima skirt and
jeogori Lop).
