the rights should be criteria for judgement at all
levels of city administration.

A total of 112 cities from 44 countries are
participating in this event which is made up of
various sessions; nine topic meetings such
as Working Group on Guidelines for Human
Rights Cities; four special gatherings like
Conference for the Ingtitutions Holding Human
Rights Records Registered to MOW(Memory of
the World), UNESCQ; and Global Human Rights
City Essay Co_ntest.

I hope this forum will lend a hand o domestic
and international cities, organizations and
groups of human rights when they share
different experiences and expertise to make
human rights cities.

Respected human rights activists and
distinguished guests from home and abroad,
Gwangju has a long story of fight and protest
for the realizetion of human rights scattered
throughout the Korean history;

In the times of dynasty, farmers staged basic
rights movements, under the Japanese colonial
rule, citizens waged liceration campaigns; and,
under the military regime, people in this city
made the May 18 Democracy Uprising in the



1980s, Seen above, Gwangju played deciding
roles in the development of the Korean
democracy. This is how Gwangju earned its
another name — city of democracy, human
rights and peace.

The citizens are very proud of the fact that
archives of the uprising which left influence on
democracy in Asia were listed on the UNESCO
MOW Register in 2011, They regard the listing
as a textbook example of democratization and
human rights development,

The archives of the uprising, one of among 14
registrations of MOW, are evaluated high for
their diverse stories of human victory against
the most gruesome kilings, human rights abuse
cases that went beyond description, exireme
level of adversity and persecution

Led by the noble spirit of the May 18
Democratic Uprising, the city is making various
efforts to make human rights protected in the
citizens' everyday life,

For starters, Gwangju established a department
exclusive for human rights, the first in its kind
among Korea's local governments, in an effort
to not only eliminate all forms of violence
and discrimination but build the system and
condition where all citizens can unleash their
potential,

Last year, the city declared Gwangju Human
Rights Charter that covers its historical meaning
and citizen's right in a balanced manner.
Gwangju also developed Gwangju Human

L. T

Rights Indicator and Index. All of them serve as
a basis of policies.

There are more; human rights ombudsman,
a remedy for human rights violation and
discrimination; constant monitoring, a preventive
measure set up in vulnerable places; human
rights education and citizens participation
program targeting civil servants and city
residents. These are all to elevate the members'
sense of human rights of the Gwangju

The theme of our Forum — "Sustainable Human
Rights City for A" — is essential for all societies
today. Last November, | was honored to attend
the Second World Humanities Forum, organized
with the Ministry of Education, Science and
Technoiogy of Korea, the Busan Metropolitan
City, as well as the Korean National Commission
for UNESCQO and the Korean National Research
Foundation. The Humanities Forum painted a
picture of a world in transformation. Societies
are more connected than ever — but they are
also increasingly diverse and fragile,

We are deepening and sharing knowledge in
new ways every day — but one billion people
live stil in extreme poverty. In a world buffeted
by uncertainty, we must remain true to a clear



moral compass. The inherent dignity and rights
of every individual must be the starting paint for
all our action and the measure of its success.
This is the foundation for healthy societies
and the basis for a more eqguitable and stable
international order. These are also the values
that bring us together as a single human family.
This is the importance of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, which takes its
cue from the intrinsic value of every individual,
without distinction,

Human rights are universal, but they are not
always universally accepted. Our task is 1o
persuade and nurture all societies and States to
move in this direction,

Every step forward is a step towards greater
individual dignity, towards the common good.
This must start with cities — which are essential
actors in the global governance of human rights
today. Half of the world" s population today
lives in the cities — in one generation, this will
rise to two thirds. One bilion people today live
in urban slums — this will increase.

Cities are great motors of dynamism, growth,
innovation and living together.” They are
also sources of deep injustice, poverty and
social tensions. Across the world, cities share
common challenges of planning, infrastructure
and resources — and yet every city is different,
and every solution must be specific.

| believe we all agree that cities will be key
actors for peace and development in the
century ahead — our responsibility is to ensure
this peace is lasting and this development is
sustainable,

For this, we need better urban planning,
stronger regulations, and more effective

[HUmManRights civvtorau
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governance, We need more productive,
sustainable and ‘smarter’ cities.

We need also — and this is UNESCO' s key
message — a sharper focus on dialogue,
inclusivenass and participation, on the basis of
human rights.

This is the core idea, | believe, underpinning
the concept of the Human Rights City, which
seeks to strengthen respect for human rights
by strengthening governance at the local level
— by forging stronger partnerships between
local governments, local parliaments, civil
society, and the private sector to enhance the
inherent dignity of each individual and improve
the quality of life of all,

| have noted the importance of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights. In this context,
let me point also to the 1976 International
Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural
Rights,

The International Covenant is based on the
idea that [ cite] “the ideal of free human beings
enjoying freedom from fear and want can only
be achieved if conditions are created whereby
everyone may enjoy his economic, social and
cultural, as well as his civil and political rights.”
As you know, these include the right to health,
to education, to work and to an adeguate
standard of living, to take part in cultural life,
amongst others. Cities stand at the forefront of
all efforts to realise these rights.

The importance of local government was
recognized also in the Quicome Document
— The Future We Want — of the 2012
United Nations Conference on Sustainable
Development, which emphasised the
importance of effective governance at the local
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level as well as the national, regional and global
levels, for advancing sustainable development,
The 2011 Gwangju Declaration on the Human
Rights City seeks to make the concept of the
Human Rights City a reality on the ground by
implementing international human rights norms
and standards at the local level,

The Declaration has received support from
many cities and local governments — including,
| am pleased to say, many members of
UNESCO’" s International Coalition of Cities
against Racism, Discrimination, Xenophobia and
Intclerance,

Launched in 2004, the International Coalition
includes more than 500 cities, committed to
strengthening policies to fight against racism,
discrimination and xenophobia, by sharing
experience at the international, national and
local levels,

The global network is taken forward through six
regional coalitions — in Alfrica, the Arab region,
Asia and the Pacific, Canada, Europe, and Latin
America and the Caribbean.

In 2011-2012, UNESCO compiled best
practices from around the world, to showcase
how cities promote social inclusion and combat
discrimination. In April 2011, the Metropalitan
City of Gwangju joined the UNESCO Coalition
of Cities against Discrimination in Asia and the
Pacific.

In May 2012, Gwangju worked with UNESCO to
organize and host the International Conference
on Creative Cities for Glocal (Global + Local)
Security and Peace in Asia and the Pacific.,
This Conference realffirmed the commitment of
local actors fo promcte social inclusion through
concrele actions, with a focus on the most

vulnerable, especially young women and men.
UNESCO bolsters these initiatives with paolicy
advice, by fostering the exchange of information
and experience. Promoting human rights
cannct be de—linked from advancing inclusive,
sustainable development — this was a key
message of the June 2012 United Nations
Conference on Sustainable Development
(Rio+20),

This is why UNESCO supports “creative cities”
as |laboratories for sustainable development,
Established in 2004, UNESCQO" s Creative
Cities Network brings together 34 cities — each
recognized for their achievements in the fields
of lilerature, film, music, crafts, design, media art
or gastronomy.,

The Republic of Korea is a champion here, with
Incheon as UNESCO City of Crafts and Folk
Arts, Seoul as UNESCO City of Design, and
Jeonju, as UNESCO City of Gastronomy.,
UNESCO also works with cities to support
the integration of environmental, social and
cultural concerns info the planning, design and
implementation of urban development.

These are the goals of our World Heritage Cities
Programme.,

This programme provides a framework for
conservation and technical assistance, for new
approaches to protect and manage urban
heritage,

Ladies and Gentlemen,

In a world globalizing guickly and deeply,
cities have never been so important, as pace—
selters of positive change, as platforms for the
promotion of human rights and dignity.

This requires strong policies and human rights



mechanisms, It calls also for powerful alliances
— between local authorities, civil society and the
private sector, across the world. This was the
vision of the Gwangju Declaration on Human
Rights City, and it is the one that brings us
together loday.

Gwangju is the leading city of the Honam region, which is being sought for its cutting—edge
indusiry and culture, and a core middle city leading the development of the southwestern region,
For a long time Gwangju has been known as a hometown of justice, art and beauty because
citizens have never turned a blind eye to injustice and enjoy art, flaver and laste.

Environmentally—friendly High Tech Industrial City, and a Science Park in Northeast Asia

Gwangju is opening a new era with the environmentally—friendly future high tech industry, It has
nurured next generation stralegic industries such as high tech components, new energy, design
and culture content along with automobiles, digital electronics, and photonics, developing as a high
tech industrial area in 21st Century Northeast Asia.

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increasingly evident. Filty—two percent of all
human beings currently live in cities, and this
percentage is growing every day.

Cities have always been particularly vulnerable
1o violence, and € violations of human rights.
Residents of cities live logether in close
proximity, are highly dependent on services,
and when violence occurs, o human rights are
violated, the impact can multiply dramatically.
The current and recent experiences in
Damascus, Aleppo, Dacca, New Delhi, Boston
and elsewhere clearly demonstrate this
fact if there is anyone who still needs to be
convinced. Unfortunately, history is filed with
examples of tragic incidents and experiences,
of these and many other kinds, which have
taken place In cities.

At the same time, cities are clearly the world's
future.  The percentage of people who live in
cities is growing so fast that the growth rale can
be measured by the hour, Cities are growing in
area as well as population, and the challenges
these growing urban areas present range from
living space, waler, food and air pollution, to
violence, drugs and human trafficking, poverty,
disease and crime. The human race has never
before faced such a range of challenges, and
these challenges will surely grow as our cities
multiply and expand. Al of these challenges
can result in violations, or down—grading, of
the human rights of the people who inhabit our
cities.

The idea of a city identifying human rights as a
pricrity, as Gwangju Metropolitan City has done,
is an inspiring example of how urban leaders
can play a leading role in meeting major world

challenges. | know of at least two other cilies
which have identified human rights as their
priority — Washington, in the USA, and Calgary,
in Canada, Surely there are others. But | do
not believe they have undertaken this kind of
international conference, nor the idea of an
award for human rights aclivities, Gwangju has
truly undertaken a leadership role in this area.

Education is also a powerful force for defending
and improving our human rights. The University
for Peace — called UPEACE is an institution
which was formally established by the General
Assembly of the United—Naiions more than thirty
years ago, and which is mandated to provide
education in areas relating to human rights,
which can be the only basis for real peace. A
large part of the UPEACE curriculum, and many
of the university’ s programs and courses, are
focused on human rights, and it has branches
in Latin America, Alfrica, Europe and Asia. |
had the honour 1O preside the University for
Peace as its Rector for six years, and was the
longest—serving Reclor in its history. | sought fo
stapilize and expand the intitution, and indeed
we established UPEACE Centers in Korea, The
Netherlands, the USA and the Philippines in
these recent years.

But | also sought to innovate, to find new ways
to offer education for peace “to humanity,” as
UPEACE is mandated to do, and to identify
new areas of education which the institution
should cover. As a result, UPEACE now offers
its programs on—ling, and in addition | opened
new programs in “Responsible Management
and Sustainable Economic Development,” o
respond fo the world s economic challenges,
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and the ethics of doing business, and also in
“Urban Peace.” So for the first time. thislast
year, UPEACE has offered a full Master’ s
degree program in Urban challenges to peace,
which | like to call “Urban Peace.” Like other
programs at UPEACE, a central focus of this
program is the challenges to human rights
which occur in cities. So the University for
Peace is in close harmony with the theme of
this conference, and with the priority which has
been identified by Gwangju Metropolitan City
and its mayor,

Urban studies is an academic discipline which
is growing rapidly all over the world. More and
more universities have departments of urban
studies and offer degrees in this wide—ranging
discipline. The issues covered include the
direct challenges of security and city planning,
as well as issues which have an impact on
people living in cities, such as ensuring the
availability of all the needed commodities and
services, and offering human rights protection to
people, especially the most vulnerable groups
of society. In some urban environments, this
means special protection for the human rights
of women and children, and the curriculum at
the University for Peace reflects this, coffering a
full degree program in Gender Studies, and two
Separate programs on human rights,

We all need to think imaginatively about
our expanding urban environments and the
opportunities, as well as the challenges, which
they present. Forums like this one are unique
opportunities for political leaders, educators
and others from the community to get insights
into the real problems faced in real cities, and
to draw on the creativity and energy of cities,

organizations and NGOs in meeting these
problems.  Many new solutions and techniques
for dealing with these issues have come from
the practices of city authorities and independent
organizations, but many more are needed. We
have just begun to think imaginatively about the
possibilities, and the many challenges, of our
rapidly growing urban environments, Programs
which have been successful in one city can
be usefully copied in other cities, and lessons
can also be drawn from policies and programs
which have not been successiul,

As civilized societies, and as individuals
looking for ways to improve on problems
faced by people all over the world, we need
to find new solutions, new ways to plan for
the growing challenges we face in our cities,
in order to protect the human rights of all
people, to maintain acceptable living standards
and to ensure that our cities, as they grow,
will continue to be secure, attractive and
prosperous places to live, Our universities
need o address these challenges with new
educational programs which meet the needs
of today and tomorrow, to organize courses
of study for this purpose, and to attract and
produce creative young specialists in the
relevant disciplines. This can be done in
Iraditional ways, on our campuses and in our
classrooms, but it must also make use of the
new technologies which are available to us,
Educators need to offer training in these areas
on—line, so that it is easily accessible for all
who are interested, and so it can also affect the
thinking of our political and societal leaders, |
would be happy to discuss these matters with
your educational leaders while | am here.



Our leaders need to know, as soon as possible,
about new fechnigues and devices which can
be applied to human rights problems, and
they need to be more innovative, and react
in a more timely manner, than ever before.
They need to do this because everylhing is
happening more quickly than it did before in
ihis digital era we live in, Just imagine: the
world wide web, which now dominates the
way we organize our lives, was created only
20 years agol Conferences like this one play
an indispensable role in sharing concepts and
program ideas which have been successful in
urban areas, and which can be replicated in
other ciies. Or they can help urban managers
to avoid mistakes by learning from the
experience of others,

So | would like to extend to this conference my
very best wishes for its success, and | would
like again to compliment the city of Gwangju,
and its mayor, for your foresight and wisdom in
pointing the way forward for the protection of
human rights in ciies. | hope your leadership
role will inspire many other cities to make
human rights their priority, throughout the world,
Thank you.

“Sustainable Human Right City for All:
Guiding Principles for a Human Rights City”

Concept Note

The 2013 World Human Rights Cities Forum (WHRCF) is an annual meeting of human rights

1 defenders and key stakeholders engaged in buiding a human rights city as a follow—up 1o

the two previous forums held in 2011 and 2012 in order to implement the vision of a human rights

city as articulated in the Gwangju Declaration on Human Rights City adopted on 17 May 2011 at
the first WHRCF.

2 Under the theme “Suslainable Human Rights City for All: Guiding Principles for a Human

Rights City” , it aims to address the emerging challenges identified by key actors’ including
mayors, civil servants, policy makers, local councillors, civil society actors, academics and other
stakeholders in the process of making a human rights city a reality on the grounds of their own
context with a special focus on effective institution building and mechanisms and human rights
education.

3 The draft guiding principles for a human rights city which was formulated first in May 2012
based on the experts’ consultation during the 2012 WHRCF is to be reviewed and adopted
this year at the closing session.

The 2013 WHRCF will be hosted by the Gwangju Metropolitan City of Gwangju in cooperation
4 with the May 18 Memorial Foundation, the May 18th Institute, Adhoc Committee for Establishing
May 18 Archives and the Korea Humean Rights Foundation{KHRF). It is co—sponsored by the National
Human rights Commission of Karea, Ministry of Education, Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Ministry of
Justice, National Archives Korea, Cultural Heritage Administration, Korea National Commission for
UNESCO, Asia—Pacific Center of Education for International Understanding under the auspices of
UNESCO, Gwangju Metropalitan Office of Education, and Sungkonghoe University.
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Approximately, several hundred participants mainly composed of representatives from
5 ‘human rights cities”, UN human rights experts, civic, grassroots and human rights NGOs,
local parliamentarians, local and national human rights commissions as well as academics
poth from Korea and abroad are expected to take part in the 2013 Forum to share their rich
experiences and expertise on various aspects of human rights city.

Representatives from the United Cities and Local Governments (UCLG) Commitiee on
6 Social Inclusion, Participatory Demaocracy and Human Rights and UN Hurman Rights Council
Advisory Committee will also join the Forum to discuss how to promote a human rights city
internationally and at the UN.

Theme and Concept of ‘Human Rights City”

The theme ‘Sustainable Human Rights City for All Guiding Principles for a Human Rights
7 City” was chosen to highlight the importance of effective institution—building to make human
rights city sustainable and relevant to the needs of ordinary citizens and inhabitants, Institutions
such as a human rights office, citizens’ commission, ombudsman, to name a few, are effective
instruments to make human rights accessible to all inhabitants in the city. It i believed that human
rights mainstreaming through the human rights—based approach at all stages of & human rights city
including budgeting, planning, implermnentation, monitoring and evaluation is very crucial to make
those ingtitutions legitimate and effective.

The theme is in line with the concept of ‘human rights city” as defined in 2011 WHRCF
8 which is ‘both a local community and a socio—political process in the local context
where human rights play a key role as the fundamental values and guiding principles’  based
on the understanding of a *human rights city as human rights governance in the local context’
where local governments, local parliaments, civil societies, private sector organizations and other
stakeholders work together to improve the quality of life for all inhabitants in the spirtt of partnership
hased on human rights standards and norms.”

According to the Gwangju Declaration on Human Rights City of 2011, human rights
9 mainstreaming emphasizes the human rights—based approach where all inhabitants,
regardless of race, sex, color, nationality, ethnic background and social status in particular

Background and Qutline

Gwangju Asia Forum, annually held to commemorate the May 18th Democratic Movement since
1999, has been a venue for civil activists to exchange knowledge and communicate with one
another. It has been a platform to share their experience on state violence, regional conflict,
development and human rights, enhancement of regional solidarity, residential welfare, environment,
peace on the Korean peninsular and democracy in Asia, come up with solutions and facilitate a
network for civil society. In particular, 2010 Gwangju Asia Forum was meaningful in that Solidarity
for Democratization Movement in Asia(SDMA) was launched with 7 groups from 5 countries. SDMA,
as a driving force, has conducted various activities ranging from setting main agenda of Gwangju
Asia Forum to carrying out specific activities for solidarity of civil societies,

This year's Gwangju Asia Forum is held in accordance with 2013 World Human Rights Cities
Forum hosted by Gwangju Metropolitan City and organized by the May 18 Memorial Foundation,
World Human Rights Cities Forum is held to realize the vision of Human Rights City which is stated
in Gwangju Declaration on Human Rights City adopted in the first World Human Rights Cities Forum
in 2071, With 250 people including activists, experts and citizens in attendance, Gwangju Asia
Forum, along with 2013 World Human Rights Cities Forum, has been a platiorm for discussing
main agenda on democracy and human rights in Asia and coming up with solutions.

Gwangju and the May 18th Democratic Movement

Historically, Gwanju was a city that resisted the injustice of state power and the May 18th
Democratic Uprising played a vital role in bringing democracy to Korea, After the Uprising,
democratic movement continued to reveal the truth of the Uprising and punish perpetrators, These
efforts led the perpelrators to face justice through the May 18th Special Law enacted in 1995,
giving a lesson that those abusing military power and violating human rights will be punished by
law. The May 18 Memorial Foundation, established in 1994, has worked to spread the spirit of the
May Uprising and the lesson at home and abroad.

The May 18 Memorial Foundation has supported solidarity activities relating to democracy, human
rights and peace by awarding Gwangju Prize for Human Rights and the Gwangju Special Prize for

societies, More than 1,100 international aclivists have participated in international solidarity
programs organized by the May 18 Memorial Foundation, As a result, records of the May 18th
Democratic Uprising were registered as UNESCO Memoary of the World and these efforts became
the ground for hosting World Human Rights Cities Forum. This year's Forum will serve as a venue
to learn the history of Gwangiju, share the spirit of the May Uprising and enhance solidarity of civil
society in Asia for the sake of human rights and democracy.

The theme of the 2013 Gwangju Asia Forum is 'Civil Society's Participation for Human Rights
and Democracy’. The Forum will cover issues of Judicial Watch: Review of Verdict by Asian Chivil
Society, Monitoring and Assessing Democracies in Asia, Increasing Participation in Politics by Civil
Society organized by SDMA and International Conference on Human Rights Viclation Trauma
organized by Gwangju Trauma Center, In addition, '12th Historical Awareness and East Asia Peace
Forum' will be jointly organized by Asia Peace and History Education Network and Asia Peace and
History Research Center. Annual conference on 'East Asia Democracy and Human Rights Peace
Network' launched in 2012 Gwangju Asia Forum is scheduled to be held.

In particular, workshop on 'Judicial Watch: Review of Verdict by Asian Civil Society ' will choose the
10 wors! verdicts in Asia over the five years and share the reality of jurisdiction systems in Asia.

International conference on Human Rights Violation Traumna will reflect the meaning of trauma
healing organizations at local and international level and learn history of trauma healing centers of
each country.

Moreover, '12th Historical Awareness and East Asia Peace Forum' will analyze effect of power
change on East Asia in line with the previous Forum held with history teachers from China, Japan
and Korea in attendance, understand each nation's awareness on territorial issue, share current
school education on the issue and introduce eficris to achieve peace by civll societies’ in East
Agia.

'East Asia Network for Democracy, Human Rights, Peace' launched in 2012 Gwangju Asia Forum
will share activities for democracy and human rights and come up with measures to tacilitate
exchange and promote cooperation.

At closing ceremony of the Forum, resuits from workshops and 2013 Gwangju Peace Declaration’
will be presented with civil society's caling for peace on the Korean peninsular facing increasing
tension.

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Culture Tour : Songgwang—sa

Songgwang—sa is located, snugly ke a nest. in the lower edge of ML Jogye, Songgwang—Myeon
Sooncheon Jeollanam—Do.

The name of Songgwang has several legends, First, it means a temple in which 18 great monks
will spread the teaching of Buddha, In other words, Song indicating 18 great men' means 18
great monks, and ‘Gwang' indicating the wide spread of Buddhism means a temple in which
18 outstanding monks will expand the Buddhism extensively. Second, there is a legend related
to Jinul, the national master Bojo. In cther words, as the master selected a site for moving
Jeonghyegyeolsa, he flied a black kite made of wood in Mt. Mohu, and it landed at the back of the
current Guksajun. Hence, the name of the back was called Chirakdae(the place where a black
kite landed Last, it was previously caled ‘Pine Hil' due to many pine trees(Solgaengee), and Mt
Songgwang stermmed from it so that the name of the mountain was changed to the name of the
temple.

According to the remaining records, Songgwang—sa was founded by Zen Masler Hyerin in the
latter part of the Shilla dynasty. The temple some one hundred kan size, firstly called Gilsangsa on
Mt. Songgwang, was of relatively small size, housing 30 or 40 monks, Afterwards, Saint Seokjo
lried and prepared to expand the temple extensively in the Injong era of the Koryo dynasty but
couldn't achieve it because of his passing away.

Since then, Songgwang-sa has been spofiighted as the center of the Korean Buddhism. Even
though it underwent many disasters such as Jeongyoojaeran and the Korean War, the persistent
Buddhist reconstruction service has enabled it to present a magnificent appearance.

Gwangju Declaration on Human Rights City
(final edited version)

1. We, the more than 100 participants of the 2011 World Human Rights Cities Forum including
mayors, city representatives, and UN human rights experts as well as civic and human rights
NGOs both from Korea and abroad who gathered in Gwangju, Republic of Korea on 16—17 May
2011 at the invitation of Gwangju Metropolitan City and the May 18 Memorial Foundation, shared
and discussed experiences of building ‘human rights cities™ in different contexts mainly from the
perspectives of civic participation and human rights education.

2. The theme “Globalizing Human Rights from Below — Challenge of Human Rights Cities in the
21st Century” highlights the important role that cities can play in coping with various socio—
economic and political challenges through a human rights framework and a human rights—based
approach,

3. "Human rights city’ was defined as 'both a local community and a socio—poliical process in a
local context where human rights play a key role as fundamental values and guiding principles’ .
4. "Human rights city’ was understood as ‘human rights governance in a local context’ where
local government, local parliament, civil society, private sector organizations and other stakeholders
work together to improve quality of life for all inhabitants in a spirit of partnership based on human
rights standards and norms,

5. 'Human rights city’ also means, in practical terms, that all inhabitants, regardiess of race, sex,
color, nationality, ethnic background and social status, and in particular minorities and any other
vulnerable groups who are sccially vulnerable and marginalized, can participate fully in decision—
making and policy—implementation processes that affect their lives in accordance with such human
rights principles as non—discrimination, rule of law, parlicipation, empowerment, transparency and
accountability,

Civic Participation
6. Civic participation is important in the building of human rights cities since it gives people an

1A 'City' is defined as a local government of any size: regions, urban agglomerations, metropolises,
municipalities and other local authorities freely governed according to the Global Charter—Agenda for Human
Rights in the City.

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opportunity to express their views on the problems that need to be addressed. It also gives people
ownership of the process of identifying human rights issues, making therm more likely 1o engage in
constructive collaboration with other stakeholders, namely governments, businesses, and NGOs.
This ensures shared responsipility for the implementation of human rights standards and norms,

7. All ciies have assets and historical processes that bring about political change. However, a
fundamental principle of participation in building human rights cities is that a bottom—up approach
involving genuine and meaningiul participation by all inhabitants is preferable to a top—down
approach by city officials,

8, Where States or cities have repressive political systems, lack rule of law, or sufter from rampant
corruption, people are fearful to participate. The need there is to build a support network, both
at the local/national levels and across boundaries for victims and defenders of human rights
violations, The solidarity network within human rights cities should focus on supporting participation
of the people in that repressive political system,

Human Rights Education and Learning
9. Until all inhabitants know and own their human rights, there can never be a human rights

city. With that understanding, we shared the belief that human rights learning and education are
essential to the development of human rights cities. Informal education and play are appropriate
ways 1o integrate the human rights framework and introduce them to young people. Applied
techniques that are ongoing and sustain learning are vital to ensuring that, in time, every person
knows, owns and is able to act upon their human rights.

10. Interchange and sharing of best practices among schoals, cities, and institutions are a key way
to improve the learning and education process within new and established human rights cities. As
there is no definitive approach to learning and integrating human rights, each city must, based on
its own experience and the best practices it receives from others, develop myriad strategies that
work in its own communities.

Challenges of Human Rights Cities
11. Establishing a legal basis should be the first step for any human rights city initiative.

Ordinances, legal instruments, such as a Human Rights Charter, and legal organizations, such as
a Human Rights Commission or Human Rights Bureau/Office, can serve as effective legal basis.
These should be adopted based on non—discrimination and non-selectivity principles to provide
sustainable legal basis for policy—formulation and full implementation,

12. Implementation, however, is more important than policymaking. Strong leadership is required
as a matter of pricrity. Leadership should be based on principles of competency, fransparency
and accountability, For these, human righls education for government officials is needed. Supports
from the central government can be crucial, All legislation and implementation processes should be
communicated to all citizens and inhabitants,

13. Participatory democracy and consultation among all the stakeholders (including the private
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sector) ig the key to a human rights city. Institutional mechanisms to facilitate dialogue and
cooperation between civil society groups and government should be put in place. Socially and
economically disadvantaged groups, such as women, immigrants, and disabled persons, should
be specifically considered, Human rights education for all habitants is necessary to support these
processes.

14. Effective accountability mechanisms need to be developed to make city government
accountable to its pledges and commitments, Monitoring mechanisms, including human rights
indicators for human rights impact assessment, should be established.

15. Networking among cities at the national and international levels should be initiated or
strengthened to support and encourage global networks, partnerships, and exchanges of
experiences and practices,

16. In this regard, we urge the UN Human Rights Council to request its Advisory Committee to
take up the issue of the ‘human rights city’ as a topic for study. We further urge the UN Office
of the High—Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR) to provide necessary assistance for cities
interested in becoming a "human rights city”

We further urge the UN and Organization for Economic Co—operation and Development (OECD) to
incorporate the framework of ‘human rights city’ into international development cooperation.

Five Commitments to a Human Rights City
1) We commit curselves to making the vision of a human rights city a reality on the ground by

implementing international human rights norms and standards as well as by promoting the right to
the city;

2) We commit ourselves to develop effective mechanisms to protect and defend the human rights
of all citizens and inhabilanls: such mechanisms could include ciizens’ committees, municipal
commissions on human rights, human rights indicators and human rights impact assessments;

3) We commit ourselves to develop and implement concrete human rights education and leaming
programs for all involved in buiding a ‘human rights city’ in line with UNESCO’ s Education for Al
(FFA)-Dakar Framework for Action (2000), with the World Program on Human Rights Education,
with the UN Declaration on Human Rights Education and Training2, and with other relevant
standards and programs;

4) We commit ourselves to strengthening national and international networking and alliance—
building among people committed to the vision of & human rights city by joining the UNESCO-
led International Coalition of Cities against Racism (ICCAR), UN Global Compact and International
Association of Educating Cities;

5) Upon adoption of “the Global Charter—Agenda for Human Rights in the City” of United Cities and
Local Governments (UCLG), we commit to ensure that cities ratify and fully implement the Charter.
In conclusion, we resolve to recommend that Gwangju Metropolitan City continue fo organize the
World Human Rights Cities Forum as a platform for the global promotion of the ‘human rights city’
movement,

11, Bearing in mind that the human rights city is a shared human rights governance in thelocal
context where local government, local parliament (council), civil society, private sector and other
slakehalders cooperate together to improve quality of life for all people in the spirtt of partnership
based on human rights standards and norms,

12, Reaffirming the importance of the human rights—based approach to local governance including
the principle cf democracy. participation, responsible leadership, transparency, accountability, non—
discrimination, empowerment and rule of law,

13. Emphasizing the importance to secure broad participation of all actors and stake—holders in
particular marginalized and vulnerable groups,

14, Emphasizing the importance of effective and independent human rights protection and |
monitoring mechanisms to which all people have recourse,

15. Recognizing the importance of inter—local and inler—naticnal cooperation and solidarity among
cities engaged in the promation and protection of human rights,

Hereby adopt the following commitments;
1) To further our collaborative efforts to making the vision of a human rights city a reality on the

ground by developing guiding principles ( “Gwangju Compact/Principles” ) and implementation
guidelines for a human rights city,

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2) To promoteand implement the Global Charter—Agenda for Human Rights in the City as a
strategic tool to globalize human rights from below, in cooperation with the Commitiee on Social
Inclusion, Participatory Democracy and Human Rights of the United Cities and Local Governments
(UCLG) and International Permanent Secretariat Human Rights and Local Governments (SPIDH),

3) To promote the vision of a human rights city in Asia and the Pacific through cooperation with
like—minded cities, in particular, UNESCO' s Coalition of Cities against Discrimination in Asia and
the Pacific, UNESCO™ s Asia Pacific Center of Education for International Understanding (APCEIU)
and interested academic institutions and civil society,

4) To participate, together with human rights advocates and civil society organizations ke CIVICUS
in the movement for a human rights city as a means to promote people—centered participatory and
inclusive governance both globally and locally,

5) To call upon the UN human rights bodies, in particular, UN Human Rights Council and its
Advisory Committee (HRCAC) and Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR), to

take up the issue of human rights city as their priority agenda and work plans, and

In conclusion,

We recommend that the Metropclitan City of Gwangu coniinue to play a leadership role by
convening the World Human Rights Cities Forum in 2013 as a space of international multi—stake
holder dialogue and reflection on a human rights city.
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
